	All but "High Caste" males

The Country Code recognises people's higher or lower status, even though the intention is for equality in punishments.

	The Nepali language in the Devnagari script is the language of the nation of Nepal. The Nepali language shall be the official language.

· Article 6(1) of the Constitution of Kingdom of Nepal (1990)
	Janajatis & linguistic minorities

Ethnic languages are not recognised as "official languages of the nation"

	Each community shall have the right to operate schools up to the primary level in its own mother tongue for imparting education to its children.
